2.
To be eligible to showcase:


•  Agency/act must be a paid member for at least the past two full years (January 1 – 
December 31) and must have attended the MAFF convention the  
previous two consecutive 
years.


•  The agency/act will be required to rent a booth or display room at the MAFF 
convention.

3.
Eligible agencies must submit a showcase form prior to the December 11, 2010 deadline.  
Completed act information form must be included at that time.
4.
Showcase dates (preference) will be assigned according to the order the request forms are 
received.  We recommend faxing the completed form to the MAFF
office ASAP at         
(573) 335-9336.  Mailed forms will be assigned by post office cancellation dates.

5.
The Showcase Producer will assign the order of performance.

6.
Acts requesting or requiring taped or tracked music must contact showcase producer to 
determine acceptability of request.

7.
Each act will be allowed 18 minutes to perform.  If the act goes over the time limit, the 
agency and act will be subject to losing eligibility for the next MAFF convention.

8.
An act can showcase TWO consecutive years and then will have to lay out one year.

9.
A $50.00 showcase fee must be paid to MAFF by December 11, 2010.  The fee will be 
refunded if an act is not accepted for any reason.

10.
Advertising or promotional literature will be allowed on the banquet tables promoting the act 
being showcased.  No other agency or act information will be allowed.  Additional 
information may be placed in the appropriate resource box located in the atrium hallway of 
the hotel.
11.
If more than 15 applicants are received prior to the December 11th deadline, the first 15 
requests received will be accepted and the remaining will have the first chance to showcase 
the following year.

•    Membership does not guarantee a showcase spot.

•    The MAFF Board reserves the discretionary right to amend and interpret the above stated  

      rules and regulations.
