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Humane Society of United States
Proposition 2 will be on our statewide election ballot in November. Be aware, be very 

aware as you make your vote decision. A YES vote on Prop 2 is but the first step on

the HSUS agenda to be involved in livestock issues at all levels. The HSUS is not an 

animal rights group such as PETA or even a champion for animals but rather a basic 

funding raising organization. Their program of work does not include animal shelters 

or humane societies in your area. Working in the metro areas they were able to 

secure enough signatures to get their agenda item placed on the November ballot. 

Prop 2 deals with dog breeding operations in Missouri which are already regulated by 

state law. Prop 2 adds additional rules and regulations to them. Dog breeding 

operations are not their goal but rather the first step. If approved the HSUS will be 

back again in a year or two with another proposal to regulate other animals which will 

most likely include livestock shows. Who hosts livestock shows?  MISSOURIôS 

FAIRS. You folks who support the FFA,4-H and open shows at your event. Do you 

need another layer of rules. We think not. The Missouri Farm Bureau and others have 

been very much involved in exposing this Prop 2 for what is it. Your local Farm 

Bureau would be happy to share with you the information they have gathered in their 

efforts. Please take the time to research and make your own decision on the pending 

piece of legislation.
